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Kredit Rating Indonesia has assigned Financial Strength Rating of “;BBB” for
PT Asuransi Jiwa Nasional with “Stable” Outlook

Kredit Rating Indonesia (“KRI”) has assigned a Financial Strength Rating of “;BBB” for PT Asuransi
Jiwa Nasional (“ASJN” or “the Company”) with “Stable” Outlook. The rating reflects ASJN’s adequate
capitalization and liquidity profile, supported by an improved Risk Based Capital (“RBC”) Ratio and
sufficient liquid assets to cover technical reserves. However, the rating is constrained by ASJN’s very
small market share in terms of Gross Written Premium (“GWP”) and an elevated Loss Ratio in the
current period.

ASJN established in 2017 and headquartered in Jakarta, operates in Indonesia’s life insurance industry.
As of December 31, 2025, the Company is predominantly owned by PT Nasional Investindo Perkasa
(99%) with the remaining 1% held by PT Bhakti Artha Global.

ASJN’s RBC Ratio improved to 230.08% in FY2025 from 177.35% in FY2024, reversing a multi-year
declining trend (FY2022: 308.50% to FY2024: 177.35%). While this improvement indicates a recovery
in reported capitalization, KRI notes that it primarily reflects changes in balance sheet composition
rather than a sustained improvement in underlying business performance. Nevertheless, ASIJN’s RBC
Ratio remains above its internal target of 150% and well above the Otoritas Jasa Keuangan minimum
requirement of 120%.

As of December 2025, ASJN'’s liquid assets covered technical reserves by 2.19x, representing a strong
liquidity position and a notable improvement from 1.39x in FY2024. This level indicates that the
Company has sufficient liquid resources to meet potential claim obligations. Liquidity strength is
supported by a sizable investment portfolio, with investment income contributing meaningfully to offset
operating expenses.

ASJN has been operating in the Indonesian life insurance sector for approximately eight years and has
consistently maintained a small market share, as reflected in its low GWP contribution. In FY2025, the
Company’s GWP declined significantly, following adjustments to its distribution arrangements, resulting
in a market share of below 0.02%. Despite this contraction, ASJN continues to retain its operating
license and direct sales capability, which KRI views as providing a basic platform for potential business
recovery.

Furthermore, ASJN is working to expand its distribution reach and seeking to diversify its client base as
part of its strategy to restore premium volumes. However, ASJN recorded a very high Loss Ratio of
346.75% in FY2025, reflecting significantly lower premium income relative to existing claims obligations,
which continues to weigh on underwriting performance and remains a key challenge in the near term.

Upward rating potential is limited at this stage and would require clear evidence of sustainable premium
rebuilding and improved underwriting discipline. Downward rating pressure could arise from continued
premium contraction, persistently high Loss Ratios, or a weakening of capitalization that undermines
the Company’s risk-absorbing capacity.
